Your backing plate kit should include a two pre-punched plates (see figure 1).  The backing plates have two(2) ¼” holes punched through them at a 1 ½” spacing.  If you are not using a Dive N Dog ladder, you can drill new holes through the plate to match your application without compromising the strength of the backing plate.
When installing a ladder bracket, the backing plate should be placed on the side opposite of the mounting surface.  In the case of a swim platform, the backing plate should go underneath the platform (see figure 2).  If the swim platform is hollow, or you are mounting to a transom or gunwhale, the backing plate should go on the inside of the boat.  The ladder bracket should be installed with ¼” x 20 thread stainless steel bolts with stainless steel lock washers and nuts.
Whenever installing a ladder make sure to thoroughly seal the holes in the hull with a marine grade silicone sealant/adhesive on both the inside and outside of the boat (or under a swim platform) as well is in the actual holes themselves.  The best method is to “over” use the silicone and let it all squeeze out as you tighten down the bolts.  Once secure, the excess silicone can be removed.
Safety Tips:

· Make sure to install with all stainless steel hardware
· Make sure to properly tighten all bolts before using
· Make sure to allow silicone sealant to cure before using
