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Installation:

Select a mounting location that will provide a strong, solid and reliable surface. Avoid weak areas or uneven surfaces. Ensure that when deployed, there is adequate clearance between propellers and other dangerous items.  Position the ladder so that the lowest rung is at least 12” below the surface when fully extended.

Check for interference with other items with ladder in both stowed and deployed positions before mounting brackets.  Check for items behind mounting bracket location to prevent damage when drilling holes.  Check finger and toe clearance on each rung.  There should be at least 5” between the surface of the hull and the outside of each tread.

Position mounting bracket with the wide portion of the keyhole slot towards the top side of the boat and drill holes for mounting hardware.

Install mounting brackets securely using stainless thru-bolts and backing plates with locking nuts.  Use polyurethane sealer when installing hardware to prevent water leaks.

Install ladder on mounting hardware.  Ensure ladder is mounted vertically. If necessary, shorten lower standoffs or lengthen using spacers to obtain vertical installation.  Ladder should not be angle when installed properly. 

Maintenance:
The ladder is designed and manufactured to require little maintenance; however, a few simple items will extend the life of your product:

· Periodic washing off with fresh water, both inside and out

· Wipe down the product from time to time to remove dirt and grime

· Periodic polishing with a stainless steel polish for marine applications 

· Periodic inspection of the mounting brackets for safety and deterioration of the mounting surface
· Periodic lubrication of the telescoping arms using silicone or similar substance (thoroughly spray into the hole in the bottom and top caps)
Safety Tips:

· Keep fingers and toes clear of folding and/or telescoping parts
· Do not jump on the ladder, or dive from the ladder
· Step in the center of ladder steps
· Only one person should ascend the ladder at a time
· Face the ladder when ascending or descending
· Do not use the ladder while engine is running
· Routinely check ladder mounting points for loose hardware or damage
