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Installation:
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Your quick mount kit should include a quick mount plate, hex or pan head ¼” x 20 thread bolt, ¼” x 20 thread nylon lock nut, and thumb screw (see figure 1).  To prepare your ladder brackets for use with the system, insert the hex or pan head bolt through the bottom of the bracket in the hole closest to the back edge of the bracket (see figure 2).  Tighten the locknut so that the quick mount plate will barely fit between the bolt head and the bottom of the bracket (see figure 3).  To attach the ladder, slide the bolt head into the U shaped channel in the back of the quick mount bracket (see figure 3).  
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After sliding the bolt into the U channel, secure the bracket in place with the thumb screw in the forward hole of the mounting bracket by aligning the mounting bracket hole with the tapped ¼” x 20 thread hole in the quick mount plate(see figure 4). To remove the ladder, reverse the steps.  To install your quick mount plates, attach the plates to one or both mounting brackets for your ladder as seen in figure 5.  Position the ladder where it will be used with the quick mount plates attached to the ladder.  Ensure the range of motion of the ladder is not inhibited and that the quick mount plates are set back correctly from the end of the boat as desired.  Mark the mounting holes while holding it in place.  Then detach the quick mount plates and install with backing plates, ¼” stainless steel bolts and marine silicone sealant.  Once the sealant dries your quick mount system is ready to use.

Maintenance:
Wash down with fresh water as often as possible.  Periodically, polish the surface of your quick mount brackets with a high quality stainless steel polish.
Safety Tips:

· Keep fingers and toes clear of slots and keyways
· Be mindful of quick mount brackets when walking on deck to avoid contact with feet
· Keep finders clear of pinch points when attaching and removing ladders
