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Installation:
Select a mounting location that will provide a strong, solid and reliable surface. Avoid weak areas or uneven surfaces. Ensure that when deployed, there is adequate clearance between propellers, motors and other dangerous items.  Before drilling any mounting holes, place the platform into proposed location and ensure that its range of motion necessary for the deployment and retrieval of the ladder is not impeded by any boat surface or structure. 

Tools Required: 

· 7/16” wrench

· Phillips head screwdriver

· Drill

Assembly Instructions
· Mount handrails to platform by inserting bolts
· Secure with locknuts

· Mount support arm by inserting bolt through hole and secure with locknut

· Position platform in desired location and mark mounting holes through flattened ends of rails and/or support arm

· Drill four marked holes using a bit that is compatible with the selected fasteners (Note fasteners not provided)

· Be sure to hold drill perpendicular to transom while drilling

· It is strongly recommended that a backing plate be mounted on the inside of the transom.  Backing plate should be made of stainless steel

· Coat mounting surface of rails and/or support arm with a marine grade adhesive/caulking component

· Squeeze small amount in mounting holes on transom 

· Insert selected bolts through holes and secure with fasteners

· If applicable - Mount ladder to platform by placing bolts through the gudgeons and securing with locknuts
· The telescoping functionality of the ladder may bind excessively if the mounting brackets are not installed in a parallel fashion. Make sure to check and finalize all installations prior to deploying, retrieving, or climbing on the ladder. 


Maintenance:
Dive-N-Dog platforms are designed and manufactured to require little maintenance; however, a few simple items will extend the life of your product:

· Periodic washing off with fresh water, both inside and out

· Wipe down the product from time to time to remove dirt and grime

· Periodic polishing with a stainless steel polish for marine applications 

· Periodic inspection of the mounting brackets for safety and deterioration of the mounting surface
· Periodic lubrication of the telescoping arms using silicone or similar substance (thoroughly spray into the hole in the bottom and top caps)
Safety Tips:

· Keep fingers and toes clear of telescoping parts of the product.
· Do not jump on the ladder, or dive from the ladder
· Step in the center of ladder steps
· Only one person should ascend the ladder at a time
· Face the ladder when ascending or descending
· Do not use the ladder while engine is running
