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Installation:



Your ladder was shipped with a standard surface mount bracket (see picture on left below).  Remove this bracket to expose a 3/8” hole.
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Next, assemble your undermount bracket.
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You should have 3 panels: 2 side panels with a slider channel and one connecting center panel with two “wings” on it as seen above.  The center panel has two 90 bends in the part.  Both bends should be facing upward to assemble the unit.
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Line up the two holes of one of the side panels with the two holes on the connecting center panel.  Insert the two included ¼” flange bolts through the two holes in the connecting center panel and through the holes in the side panels.  

Then place the two ¼” flange nuts on the bolts.  Screw the nuts on but do not tighten.  Repeat for the second side.  Install one side of the mounting flange underneath the mounting surface with three through bolts.  Using a square, square up the box both vertically and horizontally on the mounting surface.  Install the mounting flange bolts on the other side once they have been marked in square.  Then tighten up the ¼” flange bolts and nuts on the center panel.

The under mount bracket kit should be mounted up underneath the swim platform with 4-6 ¼” stainless steel bolts.  The mounting holes for this are punched in the mounting flange on each side of the bracket.

To install the ladder, line up the 3/8” hole in the top of the dive ladder with the two slider channels as seen on the left below.  Place a nylon washer on the 3/8” bolt included with your ladder and slide the bolt through the channel.  Place additional nylon washers between the ladder and each of the side panels.  Slide the bolt through the second side panel and place a nylon washer on it followed by the 3/8” locknut as seen on the right below.
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The locknut should be tightened until the bolt cuts into the nylon insert inside of the nut.  Over-tightening the nut will result in the ladder being difficult to slide in the channel.  Once installed, the ladder should rest in the under mount bracket as seen below on the left.  To deploy the ladder, pull it forward, then allow it to drop down as seen below on the right.
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Maintenance:

Dive-N-Dog platforms are designed and manufactured to require little maintenance; however, a few simple items will extend the life of your product:

· Periodic washing off with fresh water, both inside and out

· Wipe down the product from time to time to remove dirt and grime

· Periodic polishing with a stainless steel polish for marine applications 

· Periodic inspection of the mounting brackets for safety and deterioration of the mounting surface
Safety Tips:

· Keep fingers and toes clear of the telescoping parts of the product.
· Do not jump on the ladder, or dive from the ladder
· Step in the center of ladder steps
· Only one person should ascend the ladder at a time
· Face the ladder when ascending or descending
· Do not use the ladder while engine is running
