ezLINE LINE REPLACEMENT

DISASSEMBLY:

Place EZ line on workplace with Phillips clamping screws heads up.

With Phillips screw driver remove 10 clamp screws.

CAUTION: nuts will drop out to surface – DO NOT LOSE

Hold bottom half down and carefully jiggle top half and lift off.

NOTE: Note the direction of the spool sprocket teeth – points are in a clockwise direction.

Firmly grip the line Sprocket and body shell and lift out the Mounting Nut and Turret.  Line and the Turret will immediately want to wind up. DO NOT LET GO! 

Slowly let the Line and Turret unwind the spring. Count the number of full turns of the Sprocket to unwind (from 3-6 times).

Unscrew line retainer screw in the Cap with screwdriver or Allen wrench just far enough to release the line loop from the cap.

Pull off Nut and Turret assembly.

With pliers (or vise grips if needed), lift out Spool and center Pin from bottom shell. Wiggle post to loosen it from bottom socket.

Unwind the entire length of the Line. 

With a sharp knife cut off the Line at inside edge of the Spool Flange. Pull out cut off end from outside. 

DO NOT DISASSEMBLE THE SPOOL ASSEMBLY.

RE-ASSEMBLY:

From the inside, poke the end of the new Line out through the hole. Pull it through about one inch.

With a heat source (matches or a cigarette lighter) melt together the line fibers. (May have small flame.) Then, with a flat surface, squash down the hot end to form a mushroom head on the pulled through line end.

From the inside, pull the Line end back into the depression in the spool flange. Be sure melted end of line does not protrude beyond the flange edges.

Wind up the Line in the same direction as the Sprocket Teeth are pointing (clockwise from the top when the Line stub is out the bottom).

Carefully layer the Line smoothly back and forth across the Spool hub.

Place the Spool assembly back into the bottom half of the shell, rotating it so square end of center pin drops into shell socket and pin no longer rotates.

Slip the Turret and Nut over the Line Loop, threaded end first.

Squeeze the Loop end together and force it into the Cap opening (small flat screwdriver helpful).

When fully inserted, screw in retainer screw through end of Loop.

Pull in any excessive Line and wrap it around spool while holding the shell firmly.

Holding the Shell firmly, grasp the Turret and Nut assembly and wind Line around the Spool three times for “pre-winds”.

Guide the Line around the bottom guide corner and place the Nut in the nut slot.

Temporarily place the top shell over the spool half and wiggle it until it closes.

Holding the two halves together, test the line tension for proper and full retraction before assembling clamp screws.

If tension is not satisfactorily strong enough to retract the entire Line and Stop into the turret completely, even at slow speed, remove shell top half and add another turn or two to the “pre-wind”. Recommend not more than six turns of “pre-wind”.

Reinsert the 10 clamp screws from the top into the screw holes. Push nuts up into hex  holes while tightening. Snug up all 10 screws then tighten all 10 screws.

Re-check Line tension to be sure line didn’t get pinched.
